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History of USAG Humphreys

Formerly known as Pyeongtaek Airfield, it was renamed to K-6 Air Base during the
Korean War and was home to Marine Air Group-12.

The history of Camp Humphreys dates to the beginning of the 20th
century when, in 1919, the Japanese military built the Pyeongtaek
Airfield. Later, during the Korean War, Pyeongtaek Airfield was
named K-6 after being repaired and enhanced by the U.S. Air Force
to accommodate a U.S. Marine Air Group and the 614TH Tactical
Control Group. In 1962, the base was renamed Camp Humphreys
in honor of Chief Warrant Officer Benjamin K. Humphreys, a
pilot assigned to the 4TH Transportation Company, who died in a
helicopter accident.

In 1964, Humphreys District Command (later re-designated as the
23RD Direct Support Group) was activated as a separate installation
command of the Eighth U.S. Army, providing all direct support,
supply, and maintenance. It also provided housing for the Eighth
U.S. Army Milk Plant, storage of all conventional ammunition in
Korea, Adjutant General publications, and training aides.
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K-6 Air Base (1952~53)

In 1974, with the activation of the 19TH Support Brigade, Camp
Humphreys was re-designated as U.S. Army Garrison (USAG)
Camp Humpbhreys.

USAG Camp Humphreys was still responsible for all affairs affecting
personnel stationed at Camp Humphreys, but the 19TH Support
Command was responsible for all support activities vital to the
Eighth U.S. Army and its subordinate units.

Those units formerly reporting to the 23RD Direct Support Group
reported to the 19TH Support Command in Daegu. Only the basic
functions remained with USAG Camp Humphreys.

Later, the 23RD Direct Support Group and 19TH Support
Command were renamed 23RD Support Group and 19TH Theater
Army Area Command. On 17 June 1996, the United States Army
Support Activity Area III (USASA Area III) was established and
made responsible for the peacetime support mission for Camp
Humphreys, Camp Long, Camp Eagle and U.S. Army units assigned
to Suwon Airbase.
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U.S. Army Garrison Humphreys (2018)

On 1 June 2005, the U.S. Army announced that Camp Eagle and
Camp Long would close. Both camps were closed on 4 June 2010,
consolidating installation support activities on Camp Humphreys.
Under a 2004 land exchange agreement, the U.S. agreed to gradually
return a combined 170 square kilometers of land housing 42 military
bases and related facilities to South Korea and move U.S. military
forces from garrisons in and north of Seoul to Camp Humphreys.

On 24 October 2006, the Army activated the Installation Management
Command (IMCOM), placing the former Installation Management
Agency (IMA), the former Community and Family Support Center
(CFSC) and the Former Army Environmental Center (AEC) under
a single command as a direct reporting unit. With this activation,
U.S. Army Support Activity Area III was re-designated as U.S. Army
Garrison Humphreys and Area III.

As part of the Army Installation Management Reform initiative,
in January 2019 the Secretary of the Army made the decision to
realign IMCOM to Army Material Command (AMC) as a Major
Subordinate Command with an effective date of 1 March 2019. This
move improved how the Army integrates and delivers base support,
services, and facilities to enhance readiness and the well-being of
Soldiers, Families, and Civilians.
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Mr. Craig L. Deatrick

Director

Installation Management Command-Pacific

Mr. Craig Deatrick was selected to the Senior Executive Service
in April 2018 and currently serves as the Director, U.S. Army
Installation Management Command-Pacific. He manages a
regional staff that provides oversight of multi-million dollar base
operation programs in 12 Garrisons located in Alaska, Hawaii,
Japan, Korea, and Kwajalein Atoll.

Operations include management of installations providing support for approximately 180,000
service members, family members, retirees, and civilians, as well as oversight of an annual
budget exceeding $1.6 billion for programs that included Appropriated Funds, Non-appropriated
Funds, Defense Environment Restoration Funds, and Army Family Housing funds. The
IMCOM-Pacific area of responsibility includes 12,257 Family Housing Units and 45,190
Unaccompanied Personnel Housing living spaces. Previously, Mr. Deatrick served as the Director
of J8/Forces, Resources, and Assessments, of the United States Forces Korea (USFK). As the J8,
he managed over $1B in fiscal resources supporting Headquarters, USFK, as well as Joint forces
across the Korean Peninsula; facilitated the development of USFK requirements for the Future
Years Defense Program, and served a key role on the Special Measures Agreement negotiating team
working with the Republic of Korea.Mr. Deatrick’s service began nearly 37 years ago when he joined
the U.S. Army, and he’s served the Department of Defense continuously in some capacity ever since.

Throughout his career, Mr. Deatrick served in a series of positions with ever-increasing
responsibilities including the Director of Logistics (DOL) for an Area Support Group in Europe and
later DOL at Schofield Barracks, Hawaii. He's served as Regional Chief of Logistics for the Army’s
Installation Management Command in both Europe and Pacific Regions. Prior to graduating from
the National Defense University (NDU), he served as a mobilized reserve officer in Iraq in 2008
working civil-military operations for the 18th Airborne Corps. Following graduation from the NDU,
he served as the Chief of Staff for the Installation Management Command-Pacific leading over 120
staff members across 11 Garrisons with over 10,000 employees and a budget of $1.1B. Mr. Deatrick
was assigned in 2015 to USFK to serve as the Deputy J4 for USFK overseeing the J4 staff with
the responsibility of providing policy and management for logistics across the Korean Peninsula
for more than 28,000 US Forces stationed in Korea during armistice, crisis, and contingencies.

His honors and awards include the Distinguished Order of Saint Martin; Joint Meritorious Civilian
Service Award, 1 OLC; Meritorious Civilian Service Award, Superior Civilian Service Award, 3
OLC; Commander’s Award for Civilian Service, 3 OLC; and an Army Achievement Medal for
Civilian Service.

Mr. Deatrick holds a Master of Science degree, National Resource Strategy, National Defense
University, where he was a distinguished graduate; and a Bachelor of Arts, History, University
of California. He is a graduate of the Harvard Senior Executive Fellows program at the Kennedy
School of Government, as well as a graduate of the Army Management Staff College, Fort Belvoir,
VA, and the Combined Army Services Staff School.




LTG Willard M. Burleson III
Commanding General, Eighth Army

Chief of Staff, Combined Forces Command

Lieutenant General Bill Burleson graduated from the United
States Military Academy and commissioned into the Infantry in
May 1988. Lieutenant General Burleson most recently served as
the Assistant Chief of Staff U/C/J-3, United Nations Command /
Combined Forces Command / United States Forces Korea.

His initial assignment was in the 7th Infantry Division (Light), Fort Ord, California which included
service in the Multi-National Force and Observers, Sinai, Egypt and the Invasion of Panama. He
also served in 1st Battalion, 75th Ranger Regiment, Savannah, Georgia.

Asa Captain, he commanded airborne companies in Vicenza, Italy, which included service as part of
the initial entry force for operations in Bosnia-Herzegovina. Upon returning from Italy, he returned
to the 75th Ranger Regiment, Fort Benning, Georgia and then served as the aide to the Commanding
General, U.S. Army Training and Doctrine Command. While a Major, he served in the 82nd Airborne
Division, Fort Bragg, North Carolina with service in Kosovo and Afghanistan. He also served as
aide to the Commanding General, XVIIIth Airborne Corps with duty in the Combined Joint Task
Force Afghanistan and Multi-National Corps Iraq. Lieutenant General Burleson commanded Ist
Battalion, 87th Infantry, 10th Mountain Division, Fort Drum, New York, which included a tour with
Multi-National Division, Baghdad, Iraq. Afterattending the Army War College, hereturned to the 10th
Mountain Division and commanded 1st Brigade, 10th Mountain Division where the brigade served
in Regional Command-North, Afghanistan. Upon completion of brigade command, he served as
the Commander of the Joint Readiness Training Center’s Operations Group in Fort Polk, Louisiana.

As a General Officer, he has served as the Deputy Commanding General (Operations), 7th
Infantry Division, Joint Base Lewis-McChord, Washington; Director, Mission Command Center of
Excellence, Fort Leavenworth, Kansas; the Senior Advisor to the Ministry of Defense, Afghanistan;
and the Commanding General of 7th Infantry Division, Joint Base Lewis-McChord, Washington.

Lieutenant General Burleson holds a Bachelor's of Science degree from the United
States Military Academy, and Master’s Degrees in Strategic Studies from the Army War
College and in Military Art and Science from the Command and General Staff College.

Lieutenant General Burleson and his wife Cindy both come from Army families; they have a son
and a daughter.

Colonel Seth Graves was commissioned through the ROTC
program at Minnesota State University, Mankato. He was
commissioned as an Adjutant General Corps officer, branch
detailed Armor.

Following the Armor Officer Basic Course at Fort Knox, Ky., COL Graves served as a Tank
Platoon Leader and Battalion S1 while assigned to 1st Battalion, 63rd Armor Regiment, Rose
Barracks, Germany. COL Graves attended the Adjutant General Corps Captain’s Career
Course at Fort Jackson, SC, followed by an assignment to Fort Hood, Tx. to serve as the S1
for the 3rd Personnel Group. COL Graves then served as the Officer Strength Manager for
the 1st Cavalry Division and deployed to Iraq where he would later take command of Alpha
Detachment, 15th Personnel Services Battalion. Upon his return from OIF II, COL Graves
took command of the Headquarters and Headquarters Detachment, 15th Personnel Services
Battalion, deploying again to Iraq in support of OIF 06-08. Following his return, COL Graves
was next assigned to the Adjutant General School at Fort Jackson, S.C. where he served as
Chief of the Basic Officer Training Division. Following completion of the Intermediate Level
Education Course at Fort Leavenworth, Ks., COL Graves deployed to Afghanistan as the
Brigade S1 for 2ABCT, 4ID. Upon his return from Afghanistan, COL Graves served as the
Deputy G1 for 4ID and would deploy again to Afghanistan to serve as the Deputy CJ1 for
Regional Command, South. Following his second tour in Afghanistan, COL Graves served
as the Secretary of the General Staff for the 41D at Fort Carson. COL Graves then served as
Battalion Commander of the 43rd Reception Battalion, Fort Leonard Wood, MO. Upon
completion of battalion command, COL Graves attended the Dwight D. Eisenhower School
for National Security and Resource Strategy. COL Graves’ previous assignment was as the
Deputy Chief of Staff, Support to the U.S. Military Delegation to NATO, Brussels, Belgium.

COL Graves' awards and decorations include the Defense Superior Service Medal, Bronze
Star Medal (3 OLC), Meritorious Service Medal (3 OLC), Army Commendation Medal, Joint
Service Achievement Medal, Army Achievement Medal (2 OLC), National Defense Service
Medal, Southwest Asia Service Medal, Iraq Campaign Medal, Afghanistan Campaign Medal,
Global War on Terrorism Expeditionary Medal, Global War on Terrorism Service Medal and
the NATO Medal.

Colonel Ryan Workman is a native of Evansville, Ind. He
graduated from the United States Military Academy in 2000
and was commisioned as an Armor Officer. COL Workman’s
first assignment was to 4th Squadron, 7th Cavalry at Camp
Garryowen, Korea where he served as a Scout Platoon Leader,
Support Platoon Leader, and Troop Executive Officer. Following the Armor Captain’s Career
Course, he was assigned to 3rd Squadron, 2nd Armored Cavalry Regiment at Fort Polk, La.,
which later converted to 2nd Battalion, 30th Infantry. While there he served as an assistant
S3, Infantry Company Commander, and Battalion Operations Officer, and deployed to both
Operation Enduring Freedom and Operation Iraqi Freedom. COL Workman then served
as a Small Group Instructor at the Maneuver Captain’s Career Course and as the Chief of
Current Operations, Human Resources Command G-3, both at Fort Knox, Ky. Following
the Command and General Staff College he was assigned to Korea where he served as a
Division Plans Officer in the 2nd Infantry Division, the Squadron Operations Officer and
Executive Officer in 4th Squadron, 7th Cavalry, and the Brigade Executive Officer for Ist
Armored Brigade Combat Team, 2nd Infantry Division. He was then assigned to Combined
Forces Command / United States Forces Korea CJ37 as the Training and Readiness Branch
Chief and later as the Exercise Branch Chief. COL Workman commanded 6th Squadron,
8th Cavalry Regiment at Fort Stewart, Ga. from June 2018 to June 2020 and deployed the
squadron to Poland. Following squadron command, COL Workman returned to Korea and
served as the Chief of Plans and then Director of the G35 Future Operations Directorate.

COL Workman’s holds a Bachelor of Science in Civil Engineering from the United States
Military Academy, a Masters of Arts in International Relations from Webster University,
and a Masters of Strategic Studies from the United States Army War College. His awards and
decorations include the Legion of Merit, Bronze Star Medal w/OLC, Defense Meritorious
Service Medal, Meritorious Service Medal w/30LC, Combat Action Badge and Air Assault
Badge.
