The 38th Air Defense Artillery Brigade reactivated on Oct. 16, 2018,
over 100 years after its inception, on Camp Zama, Japan, following
37 years of inactive service.

The brigade was originally formed as the 38th Artillery Brigade,
Coast Artillery Corps, in 1918 for service in World War |, during
which it served in Brest, France. During World War Il, the brigade
was deployed in the European Theater, participating in multiple
battle campaigns, earning campaign streamers for the Normandy
1944; Northern France 1944; Rhineland 1944 and 1945; Ardennes-
Alsace 1944 and 1945; and Central Europe 1945 campaigns.

In 1961, the brigade assumed responsibility for operational
command and control of U.S. and Republic of Korea Army air
defense units within the Republic of Korea - a responsibility it
proudly upheld for over 20 years, during which it earned the Air
Force Outstanding Unit Award and was officially re-designated as
the 38th Air Defense Artillery Brigade. The brigade was inactivated
in 1981, transferring its HAWK missile systems to the Republic of
Korea Army to continue protection of the Korean Peninsula.

After reactivation five years ago, the Guardian Brigade is now

the Pacific Guardian Brigade, returning to its primary mission of
protecting a Free and Open Indo-Pacific by working with partners
and allies. The brigade is determined to continue to cultivate and
strengthen its relationship with our long-standing Japanese allies,
whom it is proud to call neighbors at its headquarters on Sagami
General Depot, as well as our subordinate units located throughout
Japan and the U.S. Territory of Guam. The brigade has also been
working closely with many allies and partners throughout the Indo-
Pacific region; you can learn more about these relationships and
exercises through the following pages. The brigade is thankful to

all its partners for their amazing support, cooperation, and shared
learning experiences over the past five years, and we look forward
to the experiences the next five years will bring.

FIRST PATRIOT LIVE-FIRE IN SOUTHERN HEMISPHERE

SHOALWATER BAY, Australia - Soldiers from 1-1 ADA Battalion fired the first patriot missile in Australia - which was also the first
live fire in the Southern Hemisphere - during Exercise Talisman Sabre 21 on July 16, 2021 at Shoalwater Bay Military Training
Area in Queensland, Australia. This was the ninth iteration of Talisman Sabre, a large-scale, bilateral military exercise between
Australia and the U.S., involving more than 17,000 participants from seven nations. The month-long multi-domain exercise
consisted of a series of training events that reinforced the strong U.S./Australian alliance and demonstrated the U.S. Military's
unwavering commitment to a free and open Indo-Pacific.
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Soldiers from the brigade headquarters deployed the Air and Missile Defense Planning and Control System (AMDPCS) to serve as the
command and control element during the exercise. The Patriot and AMDPCS deployment supported the U.S. Army Pacific's Indo-
Pacific Pathways strategy to advance a free and open Indo-Pacific by strengthening relationships, building trust and interoperability
among allies and partners in the region. To achieve these goals, Alpha Battery Soldiers conducted bilateral IAMD training with the 16th
Regiment, Royal Australian Artillery. 16th Regiment is equipped with the Swedish-made Bofors RBS-70, a man-packable anti-aircraft
system. Alpha Battery successfully engaged two drone targets with two separate live-fire iterations from the Patriot missile system.
